Handling Paint Products

U Keep all liquid paint products and wastes away
from the gutter, street, and storm drains. Liquid
residues from paints, thinners, solvents, glues,
and cleaning fluids are hazardous wastes and
must be disposed of as hazardous. Contact
the Santa Clara County Hazardous Waste

Paint Removal

U Buildings constructed before 1978 may have lead paint in
them. Test paint for lead by taking samples to a local
environmental testing laboratory to determine if removed
paint must be disposed of as hazardous waste.

O Paint chips and dust from non-hazardous dry stripping and
sand blasting may be swept up or collected in plastic drop d
cloths and disposed of as trash.

For oil-based paints, paint out brushes to the extent
possible and clean with thinner or solvent in a proper
container.

Check with the wastewater treatment plant to
determine whether you may discharge water to
the sanitary sewer, or if you must send it offsite
for disposal as hazardous waste.

Reuse leftover oil-based paint. Dispose of non-recyclable
thinners, sludge and unwanted paint, as hazardous
waste.

Unopened cans of paint may be able to be returned to the
paint vendor. Check with the vendor regarding its
"buy-back" policy.
